  SCOTTISH RITE HONORS 
The Supreme Council of the Ancient and 

Accepted Scottish Rite of Freemasonry 

meets biennially (on odd years) and among 

other matters elects certain members of the 

Scottish Rite throughout the Southern 

Jurisdiction to receive certain honors. 

   The first is the Rank and Decoration of 

Knight Commander of the Court of Honour. 

Or the KCCH as we often call it. To qualify, 

a member must have been a Thirty-Second 

Degree, Master of the Royal Secret, for a 

minimum of forty-six months. The KCCH is 

Not an automatic progression to the Thirty-

Third Degree. 

  Next is the Thirty-Third Degree. Under the 

Statues a member must have been a Thirty-

Second Degree, KCCH for at least forty-six 

months. Those receiving the Thirty-Third 

Degree are also designated Honorary 

Members of the Supreme Council. 

   The number of brethren who can be 

nominated for any of these honors is strictly 

limited in each Orient by Statute, based on, 

among other things, the number of   

candidates who have received the Thirty-

Second Degree, Master of the Royal Secret, in 

the previous two years. The number of those 

who can receive the Thirty-Third Degree is far 

less than half the number that can be elected to 

receive the KCCH, so it is obvious that all 

members designated KCCH cannot possibly 

receive the Thirty-Third Degree. Since an 

increase in membership entitles an Orient to 

larger quotas, it behooves the Valleys to work 

diligently for membership maintenance and 

increase 

  Although no one is working for honors, there 

can be disappointment when some members 

receive recognition ahead of others. This 

frequently is due to facts and circumstances 

with which even the very active membership 

could not be expected to be familiar. 

   None of the honors can be applied for, and if 

there is any attempt on the part of anyone to 

influence those awards, this eliminates him 

forever from consideration. 

   It must be remembered that these are Not 

honors which the Officers of the several 

Valleys may award. Nor are the Officers of the 

Bodies to be held responsible or subject to 

criticism for any name appearing on or omitted 

from the list of nominations. They are Supreme 

Council Honours to be conferred on 

whomsoever it chooses to designate. 

    It bestows its favors on members who have 

displayed loyalty, devotion, service and 

knowledge of Freemasonry in general. It also 

considers with high favor those who have 

distinguished themselves and brought honor to 

the Scottish Rite of Freemasonry in general in 

the service of their country in the fields of 

education, religion. And to humanity in 

general, whether through active endeavors or 

their philanthropies.
